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Web Data Trends: 

At Present: There are over 1 million hits per day on the Fermilab web server in a typical day in 2007. Compare this to the 12,000 hits received for the day of the announcement of the top quark discovery. Conclusion: An ordinary day now experiences some 80 times more web traffic than what was very much an extraordinary day in 1995. Not only is this notable in terms of the demands that people now make for the information that http://www.fnal.gov/ provides but it is also notable in setting the scale for what the computing technologies now do as a matter of course in order to make quick and efficient access to Fermilab’s web offerings available.

The central unix AFS web authors went from a handful in 1992 with content in a few directories to over 1,300 in 2007 with content in about two hundred thousand directories/folders. Some 164 web areas are supported for different groups, conferences, computing, and other projects web servers. Here are the numbers of central UNIX AFS web sites by year:

The main centrally supported web servers experience some 400 million hits/year. There are some 175 web servers that produce Fermilab related home pages. For July 2007, there were 172,381 visits per month to Fermilab public and “At Work” home pages.
